OPPRESSIVE NEOLIBERAL WORLDVIEW & ALL ITS BILLBOARD TRUCKS, 
TELEVISIONS, FLYERS, ADVERTISEMENTS, JINGLES, MADE-FOR-TV WARS;

FEE & PARTICIPANTS WILL KEEP 100% OF THEIR BOX OFFICE.

2. THE FESTIVAL IS OPEN TO ALL CRITICAL ARTISTS & WILL NEVER  
DISCRIMINATE, SET ENTRY CRITERIA OR CENSOR.

3. THE FESTIVAL IS RUN AS A NON-HIERARCHICAL ARTS DEMOCRACY.

4. THE FESTIVAL WILL ONLY ACCEPT ETHICAL COMPANIES THAT POSE NO 
CONFLICT OF INTEREST AS SPONSORS, AS THE INTERESTS OF THE FESTI-
VAL’S PARTICIPANTS COME BEFORE THOSE OF THE SPONSORS.
